New Pothole Team: many of you will be delighted to hear that Shropshire Council is to launch a third, in-house
pothole filling team within the next few months, speeding up the process of repairing roads. This was a decision made
by the previous administration and I’'m pleased to see it going ahead with the new one. | look forward to seeing it
around Much Wenlock - as ever you can help this aim by reporting potholes and more online via Fix My Street.

Advice Surgeries: my next Advice Surgery will be on Saturday, 14" June, between 10:30 a.m. and 12 noon at Much
Wenlock Museum. No appointment is necessary and I'll be joined by a Town Councillor and a representative from the
Police.”

Leisure Centre: Councillor Themans commented that there had also been a recent meeting about the Leisure Centre
attended by himself, Councillor Thomas and other stakeholders, including Heather Kidd from Shropshire Council. The
school had reported back on proposals from their architect to alter the building to. make it more suitable for joint use
at a cost of around £300,000, significantly less than the estimate of £3m from Shropshire Council. This would give an
opportunity for Halo, who already ran Bridgnorth Leisure Centre efficiently, to also run Much Wenlock Leisure Centre.
It was stated at the meeting that if Shropshire Council’s withdrawal of the current subsidy led to a closure, then that
Council would have to pay back nearly £300,000 to Sport England for closing the Centre.

The £3m cost previously estimated by Shropshire Council would cover extensive alterations and improvements,
including adding an extension to separate the fitness suite, airconditioning, etc. The estimate of £300,000 from the
school would allow the current premises to be reconfigured. Shropshire Council had begun to talk seriously about
drawing on CIL money from the Buildwas development, as well as match funding.

A further meeting would be held in August/September. It was very encouraging that so many senior representatives
and stakeholders had been present at the meeting and that discussions had been positive.

North-West Relief Road: it was noted that the pre-disposition of the Liberal Democrats prior to the recent elections
had been to cancel the North-West Relief Road. However, it had now become clear that, if this were to happen,
Shropshire Council would have to pay back the £38m received from central Government for the project, which would
bankrupt the Council immediately. Discussions with the Government were ongoing.

It was RESOLVED to send a letter of congratulation to Heather Kidd on being elected as Leader of Shropshire Council
and to invite her to visit Much Wenlock to either speak at a Town Council meeting or hold an informal meeting with
Councillors.

It was noted that a tree survey had been carried out last year by
Shropshire Council officers. A local tree surgeon could be asked for an informal opinion on any trees causing
concern.

Following review and possibly further recommendations by a Planning Examiner, there would be a
local referendum when parishioners would be asked to vote on whether the plan should be formally adopted by
Shropshire Council. The outcome would establish whether the policies of the Neighbourhood Plan should be used to
determine planning applications in Much Wenlock. It was hoped that the referendum would be held in September
and that-the Neighbourhood Plan would then be formally adopted at the next meeting of Shropshire Council.

Members noted the further response from STAR Housing regarding the provision of emergency support to residents
during the loss of electricity during high winds in December and future emergency provision. Members were
disappointed with the response but agreed there would be no benefit in pursuing the matter further.

Plan 2024 to 2028 to Shropshire Council following its approval by full Council on 3™ April 2025. Minor corrections were
being submitted to the Council’s consultant and the Plan would be submitted as soon as the amendments had been
made.

At the Chairman’s discretion, agenda item 13 was brought forward.

Members noted concerns from members of the public regarding the possible development of a solar farm at Bourton.
It was RESOLVED to send a letter to Mr Mickelthwait of Bourton Estates to enquire about his intentions with regard
to a potential solar farm at Bourton.

Agency, Shropshire Council and the Health & Safety Executive.

The Clerk was asked to request that the Council’s archivist search for records or photos showing the
development of the quarry, previous water levels, use, access, etc. Councillors agreed to await the outcome
of the Flood Action Group’s discussions before considering whether to make any response about the report
to the Environment Agency.

LONE WORKING POLICY

POLICY STATEMENT

Much Wenlock Town Council is committed to taking all reasonable precautions to secure the health
and safety of those carrying out work activities and will ensure, so far as is reasonably practicable,
that employees, volunteers and anyone else required to work alone or unsupervised for any period
of time is protected from risks to their health and safety.

AIMS

The main aims of this policy are:

e To protect employees and others required to work alone or unsupervised, so far as is
reasonably practicable;

e To increase awareness of health and safety relating to lone working;

e To set out expectations to ensure that all employees and volunteers have a clear
understanding of, and comply with, the relevant lone working requirements and expectations;

e To ensure that risks are assessed regularly and that measures are put in place to minimise
these, as far as practicable.
REGULATIONS

Lone Working regulations form part of the Health and Safety at Work etc. Act 1974 and the
Management of Health and Safety at Work Regulations 1999. Specific regulations referring to lone
working include:

e Employers have a general duty under the Act to ensure the health, safety and welfare of their
employees as far as is reasonably practicable, which includes providing safe systems, a safe
place of work and suitable arrangements for employees' welfare.

DEFINITION

Lone workers are defined by the Health & Safety Executive as “those who work by themselves
without close or direct supervision”.

This may refer to individuals who are working alone, who cannot be seen or heard by others, cannot
expect a visit from another worker for some time and where assistance is not readily available where
needed.

Lone Working Policy Page 1 of 3
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RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE TOWN COUNCIL

1. Where lone working is necessary, the Council will take all reasonable steps to ensure the health
and safety of employees working alone.

2. ltis the responsibility of the Town Clerk and the HR Committee to ensure that a risk assessment is
conducted and that arrangements are in place prior to employees working alone. They must also:
e |dentify measures that may be needed to eliminate any danger or reduce it to a minimum;

e Ensure emergency procedures are in place so that members of staff working alone can obtain
assistance if required;

e Ensure that any employee working alone is capable of undertaking the work unsupervised;

e Ensure arrangements are in place so that someone else is aware of a lone worker's
whereabouts;

e Report any incidents or accidents involving lone workers, as soon as possible;

e Maintain regular contact with the lone worker to ensure they are happy that the safe working
procedures are effective.

e The Council will consider the individual’s circumstances, including any declared medical

conditions, which may make them unsuitable for working alone.

3. The Council will ensure that adequate supervision is provided to lone workers. The adequacy of
the supervision will depend on the level of risk, types of risk and duration of exposure. This may
involve any of the following:

e Periodic checks on lone workers
e Periodic contact with lone workers i.e. telephone calls
e Automatic warning devices
e General or specific alarms for emergencies
e Checks on lone workers to ensure they have returned to their base or home on completion of
activities
RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE LONE WORKER
4. Itis the responsibility of individuals identified as ‘lone workers’ to ensure they:
o comply with the safe working procedures and measures identified
e report immediately to their line manager any incidents
e do not knowingly place themselves in a position of unnecessary risk.
5. Itis the responsibility of the individual to declare any relevant medical conditions that may have
an impact upon their suitability to be lone working.

LONE WORKING RISK ASSESSMENTS

6. Asrequired by the Health and Safety at Work Regulations 1999 a suitable and sufficient risk
assessment should be carried out when new or varied tasks are carried out which may involve
lone working. The risk assessment should identify the hazards and the level of risk to which lone
workers are exposed. This risk assessment should identify suitable controls to manage these risks.

Lone Working Policy Page 2 of 3
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7. Risk assessments must be carried out for, and by, all individuals whose working practice makes

them vulnerable and recommendations should be made to eliminate or reduce the risk as far as
possible.

8. The assessment should follow the Health and Safety Executive (HSE) 5 step legislation and should
be undertaken by the lone worker and Town Clerk. The 5 steps are as follows:

Step 1 Identify hazards
Step 2 Assess the risks

Step 3 Control the risks
Step 4 Record your findings
Step 5 Review the controls

12. When the assessments are carried out, important consideration should be given to the following:

e The remoteness of the workplace/working area

e Any potential communication problems

e How the lone worker will be supervised

e Whether the equipment, materials etc. can be handed safely by one person
e Whether the individual is medically fit and suitable to work alone

e How the lone worker will obtain help in an emergency situation

e The likelihood of a criminal attack

e Potential communication problems

e There is adequate first-aid provision

13. Risk assessments should be reviewed regularly and updated as required. They should also be

reviewed whenever circumstances have changed and following the investigation of any accidents
or incidents that may occur.

MONITORING AND REVIEW OF LONE WORKING POLICY

14. A formal review of this policy will be carried out every three years or sooner if there is a
significant change in relevant legislation.

Briefing Note: Future of Neighbourhood Planning Support Services

Subject: Implications of MHCLG Funding Changes on Neighbourhood Planning Support
Date: 18 June 2025

Purpose:

To provide an update on the future of neighbourhood planning support services in light
of recent communication from the Ministry of Housing, Communities and Local
Government (MHCLG), and to reaffirm the importance of neighbourhood planning in
shaping local development.

Background

Neighbourhood planning has been a cornerstone of localism, empowering
communities to shape the development and growth of their areas. Since its inception,
over 2,400 communities have initiated neighbourhood plans, with more than 1,000
plans successfully passing referendums. Many of these have been in the West Midlands
Region and here in Shropshire and Telford & Wrekin. These plans have played a vital role
in ensuring that development reflects local priorities and character.

The success of neighbourhood planning has been underpinned by a robust support
system, including grants and technical assistance, which has enabled communities—
often with limited resources—to engage meaningfully in the planning process.

Current Situation

MHCLG has informed us that, due to the outcomes of the recent Spending Review, they
are unable to proceed with commissioning new neighbourhood planning support
services for the period beyond March 2025. As a result:

¢ No new applications for grants or technical support will be accepted.

e Existing technical support packages will be completed by March 2025, with
flexibility to extend delivery until March 2026 depending on individual timetables.
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¢ Support for the Champions Network and learning opportunities will cease
with immediate effect.

Implications

The withdrawal of funding and support services presents significant challenges for
communities currently developing or considering neighbourhood plans. Without access
to grants and expert guidance, many groups may struggle to progress or initiate plans,
potentially undermining the momentum built over the past decade.

Without funding, the majority of town and parish Councils will be unable to review their
existing NPs. According to para 14 of the NPPF (Dec 2024), NPs are only considered up
to date when they have been adopted or reviewed within 5 years. Without the necessary
funding to keep plans up to date there is a risk losing all of the work and investment to
date in NPs.

This change also impacts the broader ecosystem of neighbourhood planning, including
the Champions Network, which has played a critical role in mentoring and inspiring new
groups.

The Importance of Continued Support

Neighbourhood planning remains a vital tool for community empowerment and
democratic engagement in planning. It contributes to:

¢ Local ownership of development decisions
e Better quality and more sustainable outcomes
¢ Stronger community cohesion and resilience

Ensuring continued support—whether through alternative funding mechanisms, local
authority engagement, or third-sector partnerships—is essential to maintain the
integrity and accessibility of the neighbourhood planning process and an essential tool
to give local communities more of a say in how development affects its area.

Conclusion and Next Steps

The development and adoption of Neighbourhood Plans are stillimportant, and the
sector needs to champion their value. Funding to enable new NP’s to be developed and
maintain existing NP’s is still critical and we need to persuade MHCLG to continue with
financial support to encourage other communities to adopt a similar approach.

Dear Town/Parish Councils,

As you know, the Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) is paid by developers of hew residential
development and spent on infrastructure priorities hecessary to support development
identified through the Place Plans.

The Government supports a local focus to infrastructure delivery and has determined that a
proportion of total CIL monies arising in an area should be provided directly to the relevant
Town and Parish Council as a Neighbourhood Fund. The amount to be transferred to Town and
Parish Councils is not straightforward and only applies to development where the CIL Liability

Notice has been issued after 25t April 2013 (the date that the Neighbourhood Fund was
introduced within the Amendment CIL Regulations (2013)).

However, in summary, where the Neighbourhood Fund applies to a development it represents:
o 25% of the total CIL liability where there is an adopted formal
Neighbourhood Plan or Neighbourhood Development Order.
o 15% of the total CIL Liability where there is no adopted formal
Neighbourhood Plan (capped at £100 per council tax paying dwelling).

Shropshire Council has agreed to make Neighbourhood Fund payments to Town and Parish
Councils once a year in April, in order to coincide with precept payments. This year, it is
anticipated any Neighbourhood Fund payments will be made on or around 30 May 2025.

We would also remind all Town/Parish Councils that have previously received a
Neighbourhood Fund paymentin 2014, 2015, 2016, 2017, 2018, 2019, 2020, 2021, 2022, 2023
or 2024 that in accordance with the CIL Regulations they are required to produce an annual
report on funds received, spend, allocated or banked. In order to assist with this process,
please find attached the Neighbourhood Fund — Annual Report, which provides a template for
such areport. Itis aregulatory requirement that a copy of this reportis returned to Shropshire
Council for inclusion within the annual report on CIL collected and spend across Shropshire.

Shropshire Council has not done a good enough job of working with Town and Parish
Councils in partnership over its 16-year history. This must change.

As part of our commitment to work more closely with communities, the new
Administration at the Council is looking to reset its relationship with Town and Parish
Councils.

We want to deliver services more effectively, support local decision-making, and rebuild
trust with the public and Town and Parish Councils. That starts with listening.

We know that what works for the sparsest rural parish and what works in the largest
market town are not one and the same, and want to see new Council policy designed
with that in mind.

As a result, Shropshire Council is planning to put out a Call for Information to gather
views from Town and Parish Councils. This would run for two months and help shape a
new policy, which will be looked at and developed cross-party through our
Transformation and Improvement Scrutiny Committee. We hope to see recommended
policy changes to Cabinet and Full Council before the end of 2025.

News from our partners: Public consultation on new five-year plan to set
future direction for the Shropshire Hills National Landscape

Thriving in Balance with Nature’ is the new five-year plan for the Shropshire Hills National Landscape.
The plan is based on the legal purpose for which the Shropshire Hills National Landscape is designated — to
conserve and enhance natural beauty, and on addressing the challenges we face.

Its vision is that nature and natural processes are restored, that climate is stabilised and we are resilient,
water is clean and supports life, land is nurtured so it can sustain us, people are healthy and thriving, and
the Shropshire Hills are valued and cared for as a special place.

Phil Holden, manager, Shropshire Hills National Landscape Team, said:-

“There’s already a lot of great activity by many people on all these topics, but some aspects of the
environment are still deteriorating. Collectively we need to do more of the positive things, and keep
questioning carefully what kinds of progress and development can meet people’s needs while sustaining
our environment.”

The draft plan has been developed through a broad partnership set up for this purpose. It sets out local
priorities as well as taking account of influences from outside the area including global environmental
change and national policies. It aims to influence and guide landowners, organisations and individuals on a
wide range of topics by setting out a vision for management of the Shropshire Hills landscape.

Alex Carson-Taylor, chair of the Shropshire Hills National Landscape Partnership, explains:-

“The plan calls for improved care of existing valuable features and creation of better connected habitats
for wildlife including woodland, trees, meadows and wetlands. We will forge a new sustainable future
for farming and land management with farmer groups, support and advice. The plan details the need for
significant reductions in greenhouse gas emissions, action to clean up our rivers and to re-naturalise their
channels and the land at the top of their catchments to lessen flooding.”

Alex continues:-

“We need to involve a wider range of people to be active outdoors for health and wellbeing, and to build
a thriving regenerative economy that supports the environment and local communities and businesses.
We want to help people connect more to nature, and to connect to places through their cultural heritage
and local food, leading to people enjoying and caring more for the area.”

The plan includes policies to influence decisions which affect the area and recommends actions for partners
to deliver. It calls for a shared responsibility in which organisations, land managers, businesses,

communities and individuals can all play their part in looking after this special landscape.

Shropshire Council Cabinet member for housing and leisure, James Owen, added:-
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“The vision for the Shropshire Hills National Landscape and for co-ordinated action to conserve and
enhance it is set out in this statutory Plan. Based on local partnership and consensus, the Plan seeks to
guide and inspire action to meet the purposes of designation and apply local solutions to local
challenges. The Plan has been prepared by the Shropshire Hills National Landscape Team on behalf of
Shropshire Council and Telford & Wrekin Council.”

The draft plan is available to download from our website at 2025-30 Shropshire Hills Management Plan. On
this webpage is a link to an online form for you to comment on the Plan. The public consultation finishes at
the end of July 2025.

We are holding our Shropshire Hills Summer Forum on Thursday 5 June at Rushbury Village Hall, near
Church Stretton. This is an opportunity to find out more about the Plan through short presentations,
information stands and field visits. Information and how to book on this event is on the Shropshire Hills
National Landscape website.

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Shropshire’s Great Outdoors Annual Public Survey
2025

Period: 30 June 2025 - 14 September 2025

The Annual Shropshire Great Outdoors Survey gathers information about how people access the great
outdoors in Shropshire. The survey is led by The Shropshire Outdoor Partnerships Service; the part of
Shropshire Council that maintains and develops recreational access, conserves and enhances the
natural environment and encourages people to improve their wellbeing by being active outdoors. The
service maintains and protects public rights of way, country parks, countryside and heritage sites,
greenspaces and play areas, and supports the Shropshire Hills National Landscape Partnership - the
new name for this designated Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.

The survey includes questions about the outdoor facilities and activities you make use of, how you
obtain information, any access barriers you may face and how satisfied you are with the services
provided. Undertaking the survey each year allows Shropshire Council to understand how things are
changing and where future actions should be prioritised.

The survey also provides information to support the delivery of Shropshire’s Great Outdoors Strategy
2018-28. The strategy sets out how Shropshire Council and its partners aim to conserve and enhance
the natural environment, improve people’s health and wellbeing and support the local tourism
economy. It sets out the strategic direction for the management and development of publicly
accessible greenspace, rights of way and other outdoor access. The strategy fulfils the statutory
requirement of a rights of way improvement plan but broadens the remit to deliver across multiple
policy areas and to integrate activity across local authority services and partner organisations. It
provides a way of inspiring collective action to improve health, prosperity and happiness by cherishing
Shropshire’s great outdoors.
